
Orangeburg Prep Uniform FAQs (Frequently Asked Questions) 
 

1. Which items must we purchase? Students must wear OP logo shirts on Monday-Friday 

with khaki, black, or gray pants or shorts. Girls can also wear white pants. They can wear 

jumpers, skirts, and skorts on our school store website. All shirts and tops must have an 

OP logo. All items on the LE school store website are approved but are not mandatory. 

Plan to order items to start the school year and slowly add to your closet as the weather or 

sizes change. 

2. Does Lands’ End have sales on uniform clothing? Yes, Lands’ End typically runs sales 

monthly on all the uniform clothing. Watch your email account or sign up for promotions 

directly from their site. 

3. If bookbags and outerwear are in the school store, do I have to buy them? No, you 

do not have to purchase everything in the school store.  

4. Can I buy shorts, pants, or skirts from other places? You may purchase pants, shorts, 

and skirts from other vendors. Look at the school store website to view the allowed 

styles. These are the guidelines:   

Pants/shorts NOT purchased from Land’s End:  Pants/shorts should retain a 

tailored/traditional uniform look. 

●   Flat front or pleated front, cotton, or blend twill only. Corduroy or 

colored denim jeans styles, nylon, spandex, and Lycra materials are not 

approved. Fishing pants/shorts and work pants/shorts are not acceptable. 

●   Finished cuff or hem only. They may not have cargo-style pockets. 

●   Traditionally styled (no low rise, bell bottoms, flare, or skinny jean 

styling is permitted). 

●   Khaki must be classic khaki, not light or dark. 

 

● Skirts/skorts must be purchased from a uniform line of clothing.  

● Ruffled, frilly, layered, sheer, or thin tennis skirts and athletic brand 

skirts/skorts are not approved.  

● They must be midthigh or longer. The styles offered by Lands’ End are 

all approved. 

 

5. Can I wear my own jacket or coat? Yes, OP outerwear is allowed in red, white, and 

gray.  

6. Should shirts be tucked in? Shirts should be tucked in for boys at the Upper Campus.  

7. What if my child does not wear a standard size? The uniform policy includes several 

choices in style and size for both bottoms and tops. After thorough research, we found 

Lands’ End to have the best options for all shapes and sizes, and they have a sizing guide 



or digital sizing and can provide custom-made items if needed. Call customer service for 

details. They have a custom fit specialist to help you find the correct size. 

8. What can students wear on special spirit days? On Orangeburg Prep’s special dress 

down/spirit days, students may wear any Orangeburg Prep gear to show their school 

spirit, including sweatshirts, T-shirts, or hoodies. These tops may be worn with jeans (any 

color of denim) or approved shorts, pants, skirts, or skorts.  

9. Will adult clothing options be available for those purchasing an Orangeburg Prep 

polo shirt and outerwear? Yes, we plan to expand our options to include adult sizes for 

selected pieces after the rollout of the student program. Parents and teachers may 

purchase these items as well. 

10. How does the pricing at Lands’ End compare to other brands? Lands’ End is both 

affordable and high quality. They frequently offer sales on all or some items to help with 

pricing. We do not find Lands’ End pricing above what families typically spend on back-

to-school or change-of-season clothing.
